Always pick up the
juicer by the motfor base to move it.

Do not overfill the juice collector.
Do not use the juicer for more than 3

consecutive minutes. Danger of the motor
overheating!

Do not use the juicer in combination with
parts or accessories from other
manufacturers.

Use only original spare parts from the
manufacturer. The use of spare parts not
recommended by the manufacturer may
cause fire, electric shock or injury fo
persons.

Place the juicer only on flat, dry surfaces.

Before starting up the juicer, make sure
that it is properly assembled.

Avoid spraying liquid onto the juicer's
motor base or cord or getting them wet.
In case of confact with liquid,
immediately unplug the cord from the
electrical ouflet and dry thoroughly: Risk
of electric shock!

Avoid leaving dry pulp residues on
surfaces of the juicer.

Before use, make sure that the filter and

spout are not blocked by pieces of pulp.
Keep the juicer empty and clean before
and after use.

Do not use the juicer for sforing objects.

Do not use abrasive cleaners or sharp
objects to clean or remove residual pulp
from the citrus juicer's components.

1.2 This user manual

This user manual is an integral part of the
appliance and must be kept intact and ot
the user's fingertips throughout ifs life cycle.

* by guests in hotels, motels and
residential environments;

If o longer detachable power supply cord
or extension cord is used:

* The marked electrical rating of the
power supply cord or exfension cord
should be at least as great as the
electrical rating of the appliance.

* The cord should be arranged so that it
will not hang over the countertop or
tabletop where it can be pulled on by
children or tripped over unintentionally.

* If the oppliance is of the grounded type,

the extension cord should be a
grounded 3-prong type cord.

3.1 Before first use 3.2 How to assemble the juicer

1. Remove any labels and stickers fromthe 1. Insert the juice collector (1) into the slof
juicer. on top of the motor base (2).

2. Wash and thoroughly dry the juicer's 1 =~
components (see "4 Cleaning and
care”).

2. Insert the filter {3) in the juice collector
and then place the reamer (4) on top of
the filter.
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3.3 How to use the juicer 5. Press the citrus half on the reamer,

1 Cut the citrus fruit in half. making sure the anti-drip spout is open.
The motor will start automatically.

2. Place the juicer on a flat, dry surface.

3. Open the anti-drip spout (5) by lowering
it and place a glass or other container
beneath it.

6. Once you have finished juicing, remove
the fruit from the reamer to automatically
stop the engine and close the anti-drip
spout (5).

4. Plug the cord into the outlet.

4.2 Cleaning the motor base

To maintain the outer surfaces, you must
clean them regularly after each use and
after letting them cool down. Clean with a
soft damp cloth and mild detergent.

4.3 Cleaning the components of the
citrus juicer

The reamer, cover, the filter and the juice

collector can be cleaned in the dishwasher.

Thoroughly dry the components, being

careful to replace the dust cover when the

appliance is not in use.
