This is an optional step to assemble the headboard into a queen-size bed frame (sold separately).

l. Align the holes of the bed frame with

the holes on the headboard legs (#2) #B x 4 pcs
of the assembled headboard. #C x 4 pcs
. Prepare 4 bolt assemblies by inserting #D x 4 pcs
FIRST the lock washer (#E) onto the #E x 4 pcs

bolt (#B) and then the flat washer (#D)
onto the SAME bolt (#B), in that order.

lll.  Insert the bolt assemblies through the
bed frame, then insert 4 plastic
washers (#C) onto the same bolts (#B)
and secure those bolts using the Allen
wrench (#H) to lock them in with the
headboard legs (#2).

VI. Insert the bolt assemblies through the
back of the full-size adapters (#3), then
insert 4 plastic washers (#C) onto the
same bolts (#B) and then through the
bed frame. Place 4 flat washers (#D)

onto the same bolts and secure those T Hight (clockwise) totighisn Bed Frame

bolts with 4 hex nuts (#F) using the Allen (Sold Separately)
wrench (#H) and the wrench (#G) to
