STEP 2 Attach Crossbar to Outlet
Box

A. Attach the Crossbar (A) to Outlet
Box and secure by threading Outlet
Box Screws (not supplied) into the
Mounting Holes on the Outlet Box.
Tighten until snug.

STEP 3 Make Wire Connections-

Use standard wire connectors (not included) to make all wire
connections. (Connectors are not included with fixture.) Twist
connectors until wires are tightly joined together. Wrap each
connection with approved electrical tape and carefully stuff all the
connected wires into the Outlet Box.

STEP 4 - Attach Ceiling Canopy to
Crossbar

A. Line up the holes on the side of the
Ceiling Canopy (C) to the mounting
holes on the Crossbar (A). Secure
them with Mounting Screws (B).
Tighten until sung.

STEP 5 - Attach Shade and
Diffuser

A. Adjust the hex nut on the bottom
end of the Nipple to proper
location for rest components.
Place the Shade (F), Flat
Washers (I), the Diffuser (G)
and Rubber Washers (H) over
the end of the Nipple as shown
in the illustration. Secure with
the Finial (J) and hand tighten
until snug. F
