Note:
e Use a clear, flat surface to avoid bumps or scratches before

tighten them once everything is properly positioned, as
some adjustment may be required.

e Avoid over-tightening, as this may damage the parts.

e Seek assistance when moving large or heavy parts

STEP 1

Place Table top [A] upside down on a flat surface.
Align the brackets on the table base [B] with the pre drilled holes
on the underside of the table top [A]




STEP 2
Secure the table base [B] to the top [A] using 4x washer [HI]

and 4x bolts [H2] and tighten using Allen key [H3].

NOTE: Do not
overtighten the
bolts to avoid
damaging the
wooden surface.

STEP 3
Carefully, flip the table to
stand on its legs.

Check stability.
