• Make sure you understand which
hardware will be used on each step. Using
the wrong size of screw, bolt or pin might
strip the threads or cause damage to the
part in which it is being used.

• To avoid misalignments, always leave the screws
loosely and do not tighten them until all the pieces
are positioned correctly.

• Do not overtighten or force the screws as they might
break, strip, damage the threads of the holes, or get
stuck inside the parts.

• If the hole seems to small for the screw, make sure
you are using the correct size of screw and/or that
you are installing it in the correct hole.

• Sometimes the fabric or material might cover partially
or entirely the screw hole, making the hole appear to
be too small or not visible at all.
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Turn over the seat B and assemble the armrests G-L, G-R in their respective 
sides with screws M. Please note that the armrest side (left or right) is you 
sitting on the chair, not looking at it.

ASSEMBLY STEPS

First place the felt gaskets N over the 2 holes on the middle of the seat frame B, 
then assemble the mechanism D with screws M, making sure the tension knob 
faces towards the front.

Insert the casters F into each 
leg of the base C using 
pressure, then place the lift 
cylinder E in the middle of the 
base and cover it with H.

STEP 6

Assemble the backrest A to the metal brackets on the seat B with screws M, but 
leave them all loose to avoid misalignments, and once they are in their repective 
places, proceed to tighten them.

STEP 7 Attach the magnetic head pillow J-N to the backrest A and the lumbar pillow J-L. 
Please note that the lumbar pillow is not magnetic nor has traps or other 
fastening device.

Attach the covers I-L and I-R to the metal brackets on their respective sides by 
aligning first the tabs on I with the slots on the brackets, then slide I down.
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To clean the chair it is recommended to use a soft cloth lightly damped in a solution of smooth 
soap and water, then dry with a clean towel.
Do not use solvents or abrasive materials to clean any part of the chair.
Before using a cleaning agent, test on a small hidden area of the chair, like underneath the seat.
Do not expose the product to direct sunlight or to extreme environmental conditions.
Inspect the chair completely every 4 months and make sure that all screws are tighten. Do not 
use if parts are bent, damaged, or if screws are loose or missing.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

WARNINGS

Do not exceed the indicated weight limit.
Do not stand up on the chair or use it as ladder.
Only one person at a time can sit on the chair.
Do not use the chair if parts are bent, damaged, or if screws are loose or 
missing.
NEVER try to get up from the chair from a reclined position.
If small children are sitting on the chair, keep close observation on them.
Do not allow small children to play with the chair.
Not paying attention to these warnings could result in injuries.

CHAIR'S FUNCTIONS

To raise or lower the chair’s height, pull UP the lever that is under the seat on the right side. 
The chair goes down while sitting on it, or up if you lift your body.
The chair also tilts by pulling OUT the same lever to unlock, but please note that unlike regular 
chairs, gaming chairs have their balance centered farther back, so the chair feels harder to tilt.
The mechanism under the seat has a tension knob at the front that you can turn to apply more 
or less tension to the tilting function, but please refer to the notes in point 2 about the tilting.
To recline the backrest to a specific angle, pull UP the short lever located on the right side of 
the seat, recline and then release the lever to lock into the desired position.

To adjust the armrest height, press the button that is on the outside of the armrest and release 
it once the desired height is reached. 
The armpads can pivot and slide sideways and front-back by pressing the inside buttons.

This warranty is expressly limited to the repair or replacement (at its option) of defective product components 
or materials as a result of a defect in materials or workmanship. This warranty is limited to merchandise 
purchased . No assembly labor is included. The word "defects" as used in this warranty, is defined as 
imperfections that impair the utility of the product.
