2. Align the holes along the top of the table
legs (#4) to the holes along the table top
(#1), then insert the bolt assemblies and
secure using the Allen wrench (#A).
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1. Prepare 3 bolt assemblies by first inserting a
lock washer (#D) onto the bolt (#B) then  a flat
washer (#E) onto that same bolt (#B).

2. Align the holes along the
table legs (#4) to the holes
along the table shelf (#2),
then insert the bolt assem-
blies from within and secure
using the Allen wrench (#A).
