•When the digital sensor on the seat is activated, the operation LED window on the main unit 
will light “Occupied sensor”and simultaneously, the deodorizer fan will start  to work.

•Check for any water leaks.
•Plug the unit into the proper power source and the LED power light will start flashing.

•When the water tank is filling the buzzer “Beeps”continuously, 
after the water tank is full the buzzer will end with “One Solid Beep”.
