Child Safety

Cleaning & Maintenance

Routine maintenance
Close the umbrella when not in use to protect it from sun exposure,
wind, and harsh weather conditions. Use a protective cover (sold
separately) to shield the umbrella from dirt, dust, and moisture.

During adverse wedather conditions or the winter, store the umbrella in
a Clean, dry place indoors to prevent damage from prolonged exposure
to the elements.

Metal Frame

corrosion. Replace any damaged or worn-out components promptly.

Canopy Fabric
Regularly clean the umbrella fabric with a solution of mild soap and
warm water. Gently scrub with a soft brush or sponge, then rinse
thoroughly. Do not use bleach, acid, solvents, or abrasive cleaners on
the fabric.

Allow the fabric to air dry completely before closing the umbrella to
prevent mildew and mold growth.
